Course Requirements

In grades A2, 15 units of academic work must be completed. At least seven of these academic
units must be earned in the last two years of high school.

Scholarship Requirement

A student must earn a OB€rage in the @ courses with no grade less than OCO. A course with a
grade of ODO is not recognized as fulfiling the requirements for college admission. Grades received in
the ninth grade or earlier will not be used in determining the G.P.A.

G.P.A. for Honors Level Courses:

Students who take demanding, advanced academic courses in high school strengthen their
preparation for University work and increase ttleémces of success. To encourage students to

take such classes the University gives extra weight to grades earned in up to 8 semesters of A.P. or
honors level courses. The classes given extra credit (A=5 points, B=4 moisit¥le taken in the

last 2 yeas of high schoolA.P. classes or junitevel honors classes taken in sophomore year will

also be weighted.




THE UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA

The schools in the U.C. system are: Davis, Berkeley, San Francisco (for upper division and graduate
students in meidal field only), Santa Cruz, Santa Barbara, Los Angeles (UCLA), Irvine, Riverside, San
Diego and Merced.

A student with a grade point average of 3.45 or higher on-theequirements will probably be

accepted to the system but not necessarily to her first choropwes or major. The student with a

G.P.A. between 3.45 and 3.0 must meet the specific required scores of the Eligibility Index. The
student with less than a 3.0 is not eligible. The Eligibility Index uses the G.P.A. and the results of the
SAT Reasoning Tesit ACT plus two SAT Subject tests.

Firsttime freshman eligibility for the State Universities isrgedey the Eligibility Index. The Index is
computed using the high school G.P.A. ofs A&ourse work completed in the last three years of high
school and the results of either the AQTSAT Reasoning Test, reading and math sections.

Students with G.P.abelow 2.0 are not eligible. Students with G.P.A.s above 2.99 are eligible with
any test score.

California State Universities also give extra weight for up to 8 semesters of A.P. or Honors Courses.
Keep in mind that eligibility for both U.C. and C.Sdéscribesminimum requirements. Selection

criteria at impacted (overcrowded) campuses are usually much higher.

PRIVATE COLLEGES/UNIVERSITIES

Each Catholic college, private college or university has its own set of requirements for freshman
admission. Ildividual college catalogs and websites for specific high school course requirements are
important to checkThe College Handbophvailable in the school guidance room and library, also

lists required subjects andww.collegeboard.comay be consulted. In general, meeting the

California State and U.C. subject requirements will qualify students for most private colleges. G.P.A.
requirements vary widely, but generally are a OBO average.

Examination Requiremént
Most private colleges and universities also require that the student take either the ACT or the SAT
Reasoning Test prior to acceptance.

FRENCHA4Grades 9, 10, 11 (P)

language. French civilization and culture are also introduceesemmaster course.

FRENCH HGrades 10, 11, 12 (P)

A course designed to strengthand expand the skills mastered in French I. New forms of grammar
and syntax are presented to enable greater fluency in comprehension and conversation. Continued
study of the culture of the Frenslpeaking world is included. Tywwemester course.

FRENCHIIt Grades 11, 12 (P)

An audielingual course conducted in French covering advanced grammatical structure and
conversational French. Literary forms such as poems and short stories are included. Continued
study of the francghone world and culture is donEwosemester course. Prerequisite: @B

French Il each quarter.

A.P. FRENCH NGrades 11, 12 (AP)

A course conducted in French to develop written and oral communication skills with accuracy and
fluency approximate to that of a native speaker. dhese includes a study of diverse literary forms
such as poems, plays and novels. Intensive preparation for the Advanced Placement Exam is
included. Twesemester course. Prerequisite: OB+0 in French IlI.

SPANISH { Grades 9, 10, 11 (P)

An audielingual ourse designed to develop basic listening, speaking, writing and reading skills in the
Spanish language. An emphasis is placed on mastery of the grammar and syntax of the language. An
important facet of the course is the use of dialogues based on evsiiyigstions and language

tapes and videos. Aspects of the Hispanic cultures are introducedseimgster course.

SPANISH H Grades 10, 11, 12 (P)

An audielingual course designed to strengthen and expand the skills mastered in Spanish I. New
forms ofgrammar and syntax are presented to enable greater fluency in comprehension and
conversation.

A.P. SPANISH IMGrades 12 (AP)

A course conducted in Spanish to develop written and oral communication skills with accuracy and
fluency approximate to that of native ability.

century Spanish and Latin American literature and cultures. Extensive preparation for the A.P. exam
is included. Twwsemester course. Prerequisite OAO in Spanish 3.



MATHEMATICS

St. LucyOs graduation requirements include 3 years or 30 umitsheimatics. However, it is highly
recommended that a student with a strong academic record and a desire to attengleaifour
university take four years of college preparatory mathematics.

A systematic investigation of the properties of real numbers and algebraic concegemegier
course. Prerequisite: 90% tile on the entrance ekdap 30 students are selected. (Grade point of

A study of Euclidean plane geometry which emphasizes the deductive reasoning process and the
application of algebra in geometry as well as an introduction to Algebra-slermegier course.

An advanced coursia geometry which includes theory and application, inductive and deductive
reasoning, a review of algebraic skills as they apply in geometry, and introductions to trigpnometry,
constructions and coordinate geometry.

ADVANCED GEOMETRNYONORS (HP)

An honors course in geometry which includes theory and application, indudidednctive

ALGEBRA [P)

An axiomatic approach to the study of real and complex numbers and also an introduction to
functions and analytic geometry. Ta@mester course. Prerequisite: @CAgebra | and in
Geometry.

ADVANCED ALGEBRAR)

An advanced course using an axiomatic approach to the study of real and complex numbers with an
introduction to functions and analytic geometry; trigonometric functions and triangle trlgonometry

are ncluded. Twesemester course. Prerequisite: OBO each quarter in Advanced Algebra | and in
Advanced Geometry. Qualify on Pigebra Il Exam.

ADVANCED ALGEBRA HONORSHP)

An honors course with an-glepth axiomatic approach to the study of real emtiplex numbers
and an introduction to functions and analytic geometry. The study of trigopnometric functions,
circular functions and proofs of trigonometric identities is also includedsdmeaster course.

STATISTICS and PROBABILF)Y

The course is a necalculus mathematigsased introduction to statistics which covers broad based
conceptwal themes: exploring data, observing patterns and departures from patterns; planning a
study, deciding what to measure and how to measure it; anticipating patterns in advance, introducing
probability and simulation; principles of countlng permutationscambinations. Twesemester

course. Prerequisite: OC+0 each quarter in Algebra 1l. G.P.A. of 2.6.

CALCULU®)

A full year course in the study of the limit theory and also of differential and integral calculus.
Algebraic functions are used. Ta@mestercourse. Prerequisite OBO in Advanced Algebra Il each
guarter and a G.P.A. of 3.0.

A.P. CALCULU®BP)

An indepth study of limit theory, differential and integral calculus with emphasis on techniques using
algebraic functions. The course includes one amhalf periods and the student must take the AP
Exam. Twgemester course. Prerequisite: GPA 3.5 and "B" in Adv. Algebra Il Honors each quarter
and qualify on Pr€alculus Exam.

ADOLESCENT PSYCHOLGOGYade 9

The course presents personal growth and maturity issues elndeés the development of a sexual
moral code appropriate to the high school adolescent. The course also includes a survey of the
Roman Catholic Church and basic Roman Catholic beliefs and teachings. BeQuieseémester
course (5 units)

CHRISTIAN SCRTURE Grade 9

The course includes a brief summary of the history, beliefs and practices of Judaism and its
relationship to Christianity. The Bible is introduced as a source of prayer, study, and inspiration. The
Christian Scriptures are used to develogaser relationship with Jesus and the implications this holds
in daily life. RequiredOnesemester course (5 units)

CHURCH HISTOR%rade 10

The course provides a foundation in Roman Catholic sacramental belief and practice. The course
shows how God@ommunicates a loving presence to us and how we respond in prayer and in worship.
The course centers on Jesus as the perfect expression of God in history and portrays the Church as
the continuing presence of Christ in the world so as to provide an umigirgiaof the changing yet
consistently Spirtenewed Church. Each of the seven sacraments of the Church is also studied.
Required Onesemester course (5 units)

ETHICS Grade 10

The course provides a foundation in morality in the light of Christiamifai Roman Catholic

teachings. Basic human needs and values, the impact of religious faith, moral commitments and
conscience development, authority, sin, evil, reconciliation, prejudice and justice are topics treated in
the course. The sanctity of lifadarelated issues are studied. Requir€@hesemester course (5

units)

HEBREW SCRIPTURBSade 11

The course includes selected readings of the major books of the Hebrew Scriptures in a context
consistent with the learning, teaching, and prayer of the¢h. Required Onesemester course (5
units)

SOCIAL ISSUESsrade 11

The course presents a Christian vision of a just world based on the principles of natural law, the
witness of the Hebrew Scriptures, and the life and teachings of Jesus. The pesasts pvorking for
justice as an essential element of Christian life. Requredsemester course (5 units)

THE DEVELOPING CHURGHade 12

The course presents a brief, historical presentation of the Roman Catholic Church as it has grown and
developé from JesusO time to its current witness in the world. The course also offers an ecumenical,
postcouncilor view of the church and provides an overview of the Holy SpiritOs guidance throughout
the movement and development of theological beliefs. Requidadsemester course (5 units)

CHRISTIAN LIFESTYELEBade 12

A study of basic human relationships and the meaning of being an integrated person which embraces
human sexuality, the value of chastity, the single life, dating, priesthood, religiand lifiejained

ministry. The course also includes a study of the meaning of Christian Marriage including relationships,
communication, commitment and sacrament. Requif@desemester course (5 units)
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SCIENCE

St. LucyOs graduation requirements inclugkm®s or 20 units of science. Students with a strong
academic record and a desire to attend a four year college should register for Biology and Chemistry.
Students eligible for UC entry level universities should strongly consider taking Biology, Cdietnistry
Physics or A.P. Biology

GENERAL SCIENCE

PHYSICAL SCIENEGrades 11, 12R)

Students perform experiments, collect data, and perform calculations based on their data. The basic
laws of physical science and concepts such as density, conservation of mass, energy, molecular
motion, and atomic structure are discussed.

CHEMISTRY HONORGRADES 11 (HP)

An indepth survey course in the basic concepts of chemistry, which include phases of matter,
nomenclature, chemical reactions, atomic structure and theory, general stoichiomeigjic paie,

bonding, chemical equilibrium, and thermodynamics. Solution chemistry, acid/base chemistry,
oxidation/reduction reactions are also discussed. Laboratory experiments are designed to illustrate
principles covered in lecture. Twemester coursePrerequisite: Algebra 1l which may be taken

PHYSICS Grade 12 (P)

taken concurrently.
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A.P. BIOLOGYGrades 12 (A.P.)

An intensive survey course intended for students whose college major may be in the biological
sciences or associated fields. The course is designptepare students for the A.P. Biology

examination which tests in the units of molecular biology, cellular structure and function, genetics,
evolution, organisms and system populations, experimental design, data analysis, and critical thinking.

PHYSIOLOGY- Grade 11, 12 (P)

PHYSIOLOGY (Kinesiology)j Grades 11, 12 (P)

An intensive examination of the United States from the Age of Exploration to the contemporary
19900s. The course prepares students for intermediate college courses through requirements
equivalent to thosef a full year introductory college course. Students develop the analytic skills and
the factual knowledge necessary to deal critically with the problems and materials in U.S. History.
Twosemester course. Prerequisite: GPA of 3.5 each quarter and am\@&@liHistory each

guarter. Students who register must take the AP Exam.

U.S. GOVERNMENTGrade 12 (P)

A study of the basic principles of the United States Constitutional System with an emphasis on
current events to show these principles as appliddyoThe law making process is explained and
discussed in terms of the current political situation in Congress. The student also experiences the
American political system and is prepared to participate actively in our election systsmmester
course.

A.P. U.S. GOVERNMENT AND POLITI&&de 12 (AP)

An intensive examination of the basic principles of the United States constitutional system and the
political ideology of the United States government. The course will give students an analytical
perspectire on government and politics in the United States, and will involve both the study of

general concepts used to interpret U.S. politics and the analysis of specific case studies. Important
Supreme Court cases will be examined as a means of tracing th@avof the United States legal

system. The course will prepare students for the A.P. exam in United States Government and Politics.

ECONOMICSGrade 12 (P)

A.P. EUROPEAN HISTORfades 10, 11, 12 (AP)

An intense examination of the origin and development of Western Qinilizsateéssing democratic
ideas, institutions and practices through cause and effect reasoning. A unit in world history and
culture is included.

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VISUAL AND PERFORMING ARTS

STUDIO ARTS Grade 10, 11, 12 (P)
